Ascenders have a tall box, 

descenders have a box that goes 

below the line and small letters have 

a small box.  

Here’s another example for the word

Dash the vowels  
Use a dash instead of any vowel letter. 

b – c - - s - 

Dash the consonants 
Use a dash instead of any consonant. 

- e – a u - e 

Colour the vowels and consonants 

b e c a u s e 

Write it backwards 

esuaceb 

Bubble writing 

 

Finger tracing 

 
Use your finger to write 

the word in the air, along 

your arm or on the carpet. 

How many in a minute?  
How many times can you write 

out the word in one minute? 

Check you’ve spelled every 

one correctly before you 

count up how many words you did.
